ABSTRACT [Style: “Abstract Title (EN)”]
[Style: “Abstract (EN)”] The abstract in Romanian („Rezumat”) is required only for Romanian authors. For foreign authors, the abstract will be translated in Romanian by the editors of the journal. The abstract should contain maximum 200 words and should be written as a single paragraph. The abstract should be followed by an empty line and by keywords, written using the same style as the abstract. For the other sections of the paper, please follow the instructions provided below.
[Style: “Abstract (EN)”] Keywords: max. 5 keywords, separated by semicolons (;); only the title “Keywords” is in italics.

REZUMAT [Style: “Abstract Title (RO)”]

1. Introduction [sTYLE: Heading 1]
1.1. General [Style: Heading 2]

[Style: Normal] Papers should be written in English. 

Manuscripts should be submitted as a single Microsoft Word file (“.doc”). As a reference for paper layout, the corresponding pdf file should also be submitted.
Manuscripts should follow entirely the formatting instructions; only compliant papers will be accepted for scientific review.
Please use the styles provided in square brackets for each section of the paper. These styles are readily available in the PaperTemplate.dot file provided on the journal website. Double-click the file in Windows Explorer to create a new “.doc” file based on this template. Save the new file as „author_name_Constructii.doc” and use this file to input the paper text.
To apply a style to a text, select the text (including paragraph marks), then use the menu command Format – Styles and Formatting and pick from the list the style to apply. It is recommended to use the option Show – Available styles.
For simple operation, insert your text into the various sections of the paper by using the menu command Edit – Paste Special – Unformatted Text. Alternatively, you can replace the text provided in each section by typing your own text.

1.2. Layout
Paper size should be A4. Use the page settings provided in the template. Do not alter headers and footers position and size, or page numbering.

The page headers should be as follows: the authors’ names in the even page header and the paper title (shortened if it does not fit to one line) in the odd page header. The first page of the paper has an empty header. In order to fill headers automatically, use File – Properties and, in the “Summary” tab, enter:

· in the „Title” box, the (shortened) title of the paper
· in the „Author” box, the authors’ names, separated by commas; for example „F. J. Johnson, S. D. Matthews, T. H. Smith”.

The paper title is preceded by two empty lines in “Normal” style. Leave an empty line (also in “Normal” style) after the title and then input the authors of the paper (the last names should be in capitals), followed by their affiliations, by using the appropriate styles. Leave another empty line (“Normal” style) after the affiliations.

Leave one empty line before Heading 1 sections. Do not leave empty lines before Heading 2 and Heading 3 sub-sections.
2. FORMATTING
2.1. Equations

Equations should be written using Microsoft Equation Editor and should be centered on the line. Equation numbering should be made using Arabic numerals between parentheses; equation captions should be right aligned. 
In the text, as well as in the equations, variables and Greek symbols should be written using italic font. For example:
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[Style: Equation]
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Apply the “Equation” style and enter a tab before and after the equation, to obtain the required formatting.

Leave one blank line (in “Normal” style) before and after the equations.

2.2. Figures

Figures should be embedded in text, at their places. Use the menu command Format – Picture – Layout – In line with text. Apply the “Figure” style to the paragraph the picture is attached to.

Figures should also be submitted as separate TIFF or JPEG files (black and white or color), with a resolution of 300 dpi.
Ensure that text in figures and diagrams is readable at the size you select.
Figure captions should be in Arial font, 10pt, bold. Caption text should be in Arial font, 10pt, normal (non-bold). Captions should be centered. Use “Figure Caption” style to obtain the required formatting.

Leave one blank line (in “Normal” style) before the figure and one after the caption.

For example:

2.3. Tables

Tables should be drawn with necessary borders. Table text should be written using Arial font, 10pt. Table caption and title should be written in lowercase characters, bold font, centered. Table title should be written in italics. Use “Table Caption” style to obtain the required formatting.

Table contents should be written in normal font, while table headings should be bold. Scanned tables, embedded as pictures, are not allowed.

Leave one blank line (“Normal” style) between the text and the table caption, as well as between the table and the text below.

If figures or tables do not fit to one column, insert above and below them a section break with Insert – Break – Section Break – Continuous and, inside the new section thus created, set the number of columns to one, by using Format – Columns. This will allow the figure or the table to extend across the entire width of the page (see example below).

2.4. References

References to bibliography and equations should be entered either between square parentheses “[1]” or between round parentheses: “(Smith, 2011)”. Once chosen, the referencing style should be consistent all over the paper.

Every embedded equation, table or figure should be referred in the text of the paper.
The list of bibliographical references should be written using Times New Roman font, 10pt, as follows:

· authors' first name and last name should be written in normal font; last name (family name) should be written in uppercase

· reference titles should be written in Italic font

· publishing house, city, year of publication, pages etc. should be written in normal font.

Use “Bibliography” style to obtain the required formatting.

Leave two empty lines before references. The title of the references sections should be written in “Normal” style, all capitals, bold face (see example below).

The paper text should include references to each title in the bibliography. References should be listed alphabetically.
The paper should contain the following elements, placed in the order below:

· title 

· abstract

· keywords

· paper text, divided in paragraphs and subparagraphs

· acknowledgements, if necessary

· references (bibliography).

For Romanian authors, abstract and keywords in Romanian language should be also included. Also, the paper title should be provided, in Romanian, at the end of the paper, on a separate page.
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
